POLICE REPORT

Officer Rhodes stated that a lot of the chronic issues in town are now better as a couple of the repeat offenders are no longer in town. 
BURNHAM AND FLOWERS INSURANCE RENEWAL

The village is in receipt of the proposed renewal for 2022 insurance for the village. The clerk stated that last year it totaled $11892.00 and this year it is proposed at $12,573.00, an increase of $681.00.  

Motion by C.M. Ferns and seconded by C.M. Zissler to accept the insurance renewal contract from Burnham and Flowers in the amount of $12,573.00, for the 2022 year.  Motion Carried.

LAPEER COUNTY SHERIFF CONTRACT

The village is in receipt of the proposed 2022 Lapeer County Police Contract. The clerk stated that last year it totaled $39958.61 proposed and this year it is proposed at $41,262.12, an increase of $1303.51.  

Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Zissler to accept the Lapeer County Sheriff Contract for 2022, in the amount of $41,262.12.  Motion Carried.

WELL HOUSES

Roy Alberts explained that the State of Michigan is mandating we upgrade the controls for both well houses.  He is in the process of acquiring quotes to accomplish the mandated upgrades. 

The South well had to have a flow test performed to see if we needed to pull the well for maintenance, before we could go on line with it. He is waiting on the test results to come back. Once we can get the South well on line we will begin maintenance on the North well. 

The chlorine pump in the North well needs to be replaced.
Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to replace the chlorine pump in the North wellhouse.  Motion Carried.

CHRISTMAS DAY

Because the holiday is on a Saturday and Friday is already designated off for Christmas Eve the clerk asked for Monday off for the staff.

Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to designate Monday, Dec 27, 2021 as a holiday for those who work that day.  Motion Carried.
