POLICE REPORT

Officer Rhodes was not present. 
DPW

The discussion ranged around the four people interviewed. Pros and cons of employing them were discussed.
Motion by C.M. Long to vote on both finalists for the DPW Manager job, Shawn Johnson and Roy Alberts, with the majority vote receiver being hired. Both received two votes with the President breaking the tie and voting for Roy Alberts. Motion Carried.

Roy Alberts will start on August 1, 2021 at $18.00 an hour and will be given life insurance and health insurance after 90 days. He will also be offered some form of an annuity, to be determined at a later date.

WATER LICENSE

The clerk explained that Mike Armstrong’s water license expired on July 15th. She had contacted Rural Water area Representative, John Monsees. John will work as our Operator in Charge for three months free. The state office has been notified of the arrangement. After the initial three months we may need to look into other options as the Rural Water rate is $85.00 per hour.
MOSQUITO SPRAYING

Marcus stated that his dad may soon be able to spray for mosquitos if Marcus is driving. Mike’s sewer license does not run out until April of next year. Clerk suggested paying Mike an hourly rate for only the time spraying and dealing with lagoon.

Motion by C.M. Ferns and seconded by C.M. Perna to pay Mike Armstrong his hourly wage for mosquito spraying and lagoon paperwork, testing, and discharge.  Motion Carried.

CLARK ST WATER LINE

Spicer Engineering submitted an estimated bid for the newly proposed water main. The line would tap into Madison Street line and run to the North side of Maitland Street. The expected cost came in at 55,000.00. Of the 55000.00 7000.00 was the minimum engineering cost. Marlette excavating is working with rural water for options to replace existing line, which would not require engineering and permits.
OLD FIRE HYDRANTS
The President stated he had been approached by the Fire Chief, Mark Schank, and asked if the village would sell him two of the old hydrants. 

Motion by C.M. Perna and seconded by C.M. Long to sell two fire hydrants to Mark Schank at $100.00 each.  Motion Carried.

LIBRARY MESSAGE BOARD
The clerk has been contacted by the Clifford librarian. She would like to have a small message board installed outside the library door to post information in.  It would be like the small notice box in front of the hall. The library will pay for and install.

Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Zissler to allow the Clifford Library to install a message board at the old school house building.  Motion Carried.

Rod Friday was present and stated that on September 25th there will be a County Mock Disaster Exercise. He asked if it could be conducted in the parking lot here and at the school house. There will be a helicopter involved in the day. Council gave him permission. 
On August 7th there will also be a helicopter coming for Firemen training.
