CLARK ST WATER LINE

Spicer Engineering is needed to submit a development plan to the State for permits to run the newly proposed water line. The line will tap into Madison Street line and run to the North side of Maitland Street.

Council discussed the fact that no one should be back there except DPW and residents dropping off brush.

Discussion ranged around getting an appraisal and checking with the lawyer on the proper steps the village would need to take.  The Clerk will look into this and get back with council and Richard.
Motion by C.M. Clark and seconded by C.M. Ferns to obtain an appraisal of the property located behind 9706 Main St.  Motion Carried.
Rod Friday was present and explained that during heavy downpours the Fire Hall is still leaking along south wall and around furnace vent pipe. He also stated they had purchased some new water valves that they need permission to install.
