OLD BUSINESS
MINUTES

Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to accept the minutes of March 15, 2022.  Motion Carried.
WELL HOUSES
Pres. Gerguson stated the final quotes are in from Myers for the controls in both wellhouses, they have been given a down payment and parts are on order. The pipe to rearrange the configuration at the North well House, to the State’s new mandates, are also on order. 

Work will commence as soon as possible.

NEW BUSINESS

TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer gave the Treasurer’s report.  Motion by C.M. Ferns and seconded by C.M. Long to accept the treasurer’s report.  Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION 22-03 ROAD MILLAGE
Lapeer County is proposing a road millage on the November election. Any amounts collected from Clifford residents would be given to the village for road repair.

Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to adopt Resolution 22-03 which states our resolve to commit to using the allocated millage for road maintenance and improvement.  Motion Carried. A copy of the resolution is available at the village Clerk’s office.
ATTORNEY

The clerk stated that she has been having on going problems with our attorney. Every time there is a phone call to him and a promise to follow up, it is not followed through. She called him on Feb 15, 2022 and has not heard back since. This is not acceptable and she is suggestion a new attorney be hired.

Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Ferns to have the clerk start looking for a new attorney and present information at the next council meeting.  Motion Carried.
PORTA POTTY

That time of year again, we need to bring in the porta potty for the park.

Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to rent a handicapped porta potty for the summer for the park.  Motion Carried.

ROAD REPAIR

The quotes are in for the paving of Marlette and Clifford Roads along with some local roads.  Discussion ranged around the shape of Marlette and Clifford Road. It was determined that Marlette Road will have to wait and be included in the next project. Council will be looking into some budgeting resolutions to plan for two years from now and applying for the Category B Grant next year, which is a 50% matching grant, up to 250,000.00.  
Motion By C.M. Long and Seconded by C.M. Zissler to accept the bids from  Astec Asphalt for a 12 foot and a 20 foot section of Gertrude and 280 feet on Maitland street, from Main around the corner, with the total for this work being  $17,800.00.  Motion Carried.
Motion By C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Ferns to accept the bid from Astec Asphalt for 2,560 feet on Clifford Road, From the Village limit to the stop sign at Main, with a total of $69,600.00.  Motion Carried.
DDA DOWNTOWN BANNERS
The DDA will be meeting on Monday to finalize plans to purchase new banners for downtown. Secretary Laura Fenton showed council the proposed banners.

Motion By C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Long to have the DDA purchase banners for Downtown.

NEW FUEL STORAGE

The DPW Manager stated that the current fuel storage has been there since before the last DPW manager started, rumor has it about 1971. They are currently just set on the dirt in the side yard.

Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Zissler to have Barnes Concrete pour a foundation for the fuel tanks and have DPW Manager Roy Alberts Jr order three new tanks at a cost of $1,115.80 each.  Motion Carried.
WATER TOWER
DPW Manager stated that he is in receipt of a letter from the State instructing the village to install a new vent and smaller size screen inside the water tower. These improvements are mandatory by the end of November this year. For the Inspection of the tank and the necessary upgrades the cost will be right around $20,000.00.  Discussion ranged around financing this new mandate. 
Motion By C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Zissler to table the water tower inspection and new state mandates and look into spending the Federal American Rescue Plan monies on this project.  Motion Carried.
GUESTS

Fire Chief Mark Schank was present to let council know there will be hose testing on May 20th. The department asked for permission to block off the east bound lane of Madison Street for the duration of the test. Council had no problem with the request.
There will also be a Craft Fair on May 21st at the Fire Hall from 10-4.
