OLD BUSINESS
MINUTES

Motion by C.M. Dan Zissler and seconded by C.M. Long to accept the minutes of July 18, 2023.  Motion Carried.
BLIGHT

9986 Main Street has a box like “shed” in violation of section 14.09 and 3.02 of the Village Zoning Ordinance. The clerk has sent letters to the address. The latest update from Officer Rhodes is the owner says it is a “tool box that goes on a trailer”. 

Council feels very strongly that they need to put it on said trailer, or get rid of it, as we have set precedence to have these “structures” removed at other residences in town. The clerk stated the lawyer has sent the letter.
4400 Gertrude defaulted on court appearance and the judge has granted a clean up order to be affective in 30 days.

4470 Maitland is in process of clean up and has been given 30 more days to finish.
9645 Railroad has removed the large box van.

LOCAL ROADS PAVING

C.M. Dan Zissler stated he has been in contact with a paving company and has an estimate for 58,500.00 to grind and repave Gertrude. Council all agreed this is too much money for one small street. So he said he will reach out again to them to get estimates for just re-paving.

DRINKING WATER GRANT

The clerk stated that we have been awarded 90/100 points toward the DWSRF grant application. This point status means that the village has a good chance to be awarded the grant.

ROAD LINE PAINTING

C.M. Dan Zissler stated that he was in contact with Lapeer County Road Comm., we will be getting our road lines painted at the same time the county does Clifford Road.

POLICE REPORT

Officer Rhodes was not present.  
RENTAL RATES
The rent for the elevator hall has not been raised in two years. With the rising costs of everything it was suggested we should raise it a bit.

Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Ferns to raise the rental on the elevator hall from 125.00 to $150.00 and leave rates on village hall at $75.00, library hall at $125.00, and the park pavilion at $25.00. Motion Carried.
BLIGHT

Motion by C.M. Dan Zissler and seconded by C.M. Long to have the clerk send letters to owners of first two trailers on east side of Lake Pleasant Road for general blight and disrepair.  Motion Carried.
Motion by C.M. Dan Zissler and seconded by C.M. Long to send a letter to 9640 Main for tree down and junk vehicles and parts behind shop.  Motion Carried.

ROADS
C.M. Long stated there are very large holes on the corner between Main St and Marlette Road, in the triangle. DPW Manager Ron Trombley will fill the holes with gravel.

Pres. Ferguson stated there are pot holes on NE South side of Marlette Road that he asked to have filled and are still in need of filling. DPW Manger Ron Trombley to fill the pot holes on Marlette Road.
CURBS AND SIDEWALKS

There was discussion on necessary repairs to certain sections of the sidewalks and curbs in town.  Among those mentioned were the area in front of the Post Office, the curb in front of the Café, the lack of a curb in front of Rodney Holcomb’s auto repair, and a section or two of tree root problem areas on main street.  C.M. Dan Zissler to determine where we need to concentrate our efforts and obtain a quote to repair.

ELECTRIC TO GAS PUMPS

The Clerk stated that Mike Armstrong, who is mowing our lawns, would like the electricity to work at the gas pumps again. It has been disconnected since the new tanks were placed and we have to run extension cords to the pumps.

Pres. Ferguson to repair the problem this coming weekend.

Jim Rye was present for the Burlington Twshp Fire Dept. He stated he believes the village should look in to a Cost Recovery Ordinance. He will email the clerk a copy of one and she will review its necessity.
