APPOINTMENT OF COUNCIL SEATS

Motion by C.M. Ferns and seconded by C.M. Armstrong to appoint Dawn Zissler, Gary Ferguson, and Sue Clark to the open council seats, until the November election. Motion carried.

The clerk swore in the three appointees.

MINUTES

Motion by C.M. Ferns and seconded by C.M. Armstrong to accept the minutes of July 17, 2018.  Motion Carried.

OLD BUSINESS
WELL HOUSE GENERATOR
The installation of the new generator is complete. We are now waiting on a maintenance contract.

SEWER PUMP

The new sewer pump is installed and we are waiting on a maintenance plan.

NEW BUSINESS
POLICE REPORT

Officer Homer read the stats from last month. Council welcomed Officer Homer to Clifford and wished him well. There was discussion on whether or not council needed him to attend meetings. The council voiced their opinion that he should be at council meetings, if at all possible. Officer Homer agreed he would continue to attend meetings. He also stated he is starting to get to know the people in town. 

TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer gave the Treasurer’s report.  Motion by C.M. Costello and seconded by C.M. Armstrong to accept the treasurer’s report.  Motion Carried.
GARBAGE CONTRACT
The clerk stated the current contract with Knox Disposal is up on October 31, 2018. There has been some concern about the amount of garbage they are now willing to pick up and the extra fees for larger items.
Motion by C.M. Ferns and seconded by Pres. Ode to put the garbage contract up for bids.  Motion Carried.
BLIGHT

Motion by Pres Ode and seconded by C.M. Armstrong to send a blight letter to upstairs at 4478 Clarence street regarding the couch and garbage in the back yard.  Motion Carried.

LANDSCAPE STONE

The liner is showing around the Village Hall and the Firemen have volunteered to spread the landscape stone, if the village gets some. C.M. Gary Ferguson stated he can get the village some for free. 

LINE PAINTING

Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Zissler to get the road lines painted in town. Motion Carried.

PAVEMENT

Council discussed several options for the Main street repair. It was decided that Mike Armstrong would spread fine asphalt in the cracks and council would seek a bid to seal them.

SIGNS

Mike Artmstrong stated that the Village Limit signs are very faded and need replacing .  He also asked if we want to change the color of them.

Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Ferns to replace village limit signs with new ones of the same colors.  Motion Carried.

DUMP TRUCK
Mike Armstrong also stated we need to get the dump truck ready for winter. He suggested RCA Trucking in Marlette for this year’s maintenance.

Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Zissler to take the dump truck to RCA Trucking in Marlette for winter maintenance.  Motion Carried.

FIRE HYDRANTS

Mike Armstrong told the council that he discovered a broken fire hydrant during the flushing this week. It is a very old one that we can probably not get repaired.

Motion By C.M. Clark and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to purchase a new fire hydrant and have it installed.  Motion Carried.

GUESTS

Dusty Hardies expressed concern about the riding of four wheelers on the old railroad bed, behind her home. Mike Armstrong to check on the “No motorized vehicle” sign that used to be on Haight Rd entrance to the railroad tracks. If it continues we will have Officer Homer watch for them.
