MEDICAL MARIHUANA FACILITIES OPT IN/OUT

Discussion on the matter ranged from C.M. Zissler stating he thought it could, potentially, be a good source of added income to the village to C.M. WELL HOUSE GENERATOR
The village is in receipt of two bids for the new generator at the pump house. The State of Michigan says we need an automatic generator. 
The first bid was from Affordable Electric and was a total of $32, 842.00 for a 100 kw generator.  Mike Armstrong stated that this is way more than we actually need, and that the generator would have to be outside on a new pad, that we would also have to pay for.

The second bid was from Hamilton Electric for a total of $30,126.00, for a 30 kw generator inside the existing building.

Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Armstrong to accept the bid from Hasmilton Electric for the installation of the generator, in the amount of $30, 126.00.  Motion Carried.

Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Ferns to have the gas company run a gas line to the pump house.  Motion Carried.
