The plan also includes assisting the Village with updating controls in the North well house and a possible well inspection. The exercise room is also on the agenda with some new equipment being discussed. She also stated that the park needs to be looked at as far as weed deterrent and more fill under the equipment.

WATER PROGRAM

Pres. Ferguson explained there is a water program that works to identify and pin point all shut offs on the water system.  This would require the purchase of the program and a tough book. Pres. Ferguson to look into the costs of the program. 

KNOX DISPOSAL

The clerk announced that Knox Disposal is now known as GFL Environmental and none of our service will change.
