BUDGET AMENDMENTS 2018-2019
Clerk presented the proposed finalized 2018-2019 budget with amendments to reflect current spending.  

Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Zissler to accept the budget amendments, as presented, for the 2018-2019 fiscal year.  Motion Carried.  Amendments available for review in the village office.

MINUTES

Motion by C.M. Costello and seconded by C.M. Ferns to accept the minutes of Jan 15, 2019.  Motion Carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer gave the Treasurer’s report.  Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Clark to accept the treasurer’s report.  Motion Carried.
SEWER ADMIN FEE

Clerk L Fenton stated that with the sewer fund balance is still low, this year it would be a good idea to only charge $600.00 for the administrative fees for the year.

Motion by Pres. Ode and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to reduce the 2018-2019 administration fees for the sewer fund to $600.00.  Motion Carried.

ACT 51 TRANSFER

Once a year we can transfer 25% of the Act 51 monies Major Street received into Local Street.  The clerk stated that she feels we should only transfer $10,000, which is less than 10%, because of the fact that we are trying to grow the Major Street fund for larger road projects in future.
Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to transfer $10,000 of the Act 51 money received in Major Street into Local Street.  Motion Carried.

POLICE REPORT

Officer Homer presented the previous months statistics. He stated all was pretty quiet last month, here in the Village of Clifford.
DDA TRANSFER

The clerk explained that the DDA had given the Village 20,000.00 for Major Street repairs that had gotten deposited into General Fund for School roof. 

Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to transfer 20,000 from General Fund to Major Street fund. Motion Carried.

BURLINGTON TOWNSHIP LEASE 2019-2020

Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Clark to set the rental of the fire hall to Burlington Township, for the 2019-2020 year, at the same amount as last year, which is $5500.00 per year.  Motion Carried.

CARPENTRY WORK AT HALL

There are various things that need to be fixed around the hall, on village side and The Fire Department. 

Motion by C.M. Clark and seconded by C.M. Ferns to have Garry Ferguson look into completing these repairs and get back with council about an amount. C.M. Ferguson abstained. Motion Carried.
