NEW BUSINESS
POLICE REPORT

Sgt Davis was present to inform council that Officer Rhodes is out with an injury. During the duration of his medical leave Officer Larry Cardell will be in the village. 
TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer gave the Treasurer’s report.  Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Ferns to accept the treasurer’s report.  Motion Carried.
BUDGET AMENDMENTS

The clerk presented the proposed budget amendments, to bring amounts to current spending levels.

Motion by Pres Ode and seconded by C.M. Ferns to accept the proposed budget amendments for 2019-2020, to bring accounts to current spending levels, as reviewed by clerk.  Motion Carried.
WAGES 2020-2021
Clerk L. Fenton stated that the budget for next year will support an increase in wages.  Council discussed several different options for raises this year. 

Motion by Pres Ode and seconded by C.M. Ferns to increase the DPW Manager’s wages by 2.5 % per hour to bring him to $24.09 for 2020-2021.  C.M. Armstrong abstained. Motion Carried.

Motion by Pres Ode and seconded by C.M. Ferns to increase the Clerk and Treasurer’s wages by 2.5% per hour to bring them to $15.48 and $14.97, respectively, for 2020-2021.  C.M. Armstrong abstained. Motion Carried.
Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Clark to increase the housekeeping wages by 2.5% per week to bring her to $32.03.  Pres Ode abstained and C.M. Armstrong abstained. Motion Carried.
HOLIDAYS 2020-2021
Motion by Pres Ode and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to set the following holiday schedule for 2020-2021, for those regularly scheduled to work on that day:

Motion by Pres Ode  and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to give the Thanksgiving Holiday, Nov 26, 2020 to Edward Armstrong, Laura Fenton and Barbara Hart, regardless of whether or not they normally work that day.  C.M. Armstrong abstained. Motion Carried.
ELEVATOR RENTAL

The rates of the elevator rental were discussed. It has been policy, in the past, to allow council members use of the meeting rooms for free. 
Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to charge council members half the rate of the rentals and to allow Village residents to use them for free, IN THE EVENT of a death in their family.  Motion Carried.
RESOLUTION FOR WATER AND SEWEER FEES

The water and sewer rates have not been increase since 2016. The Auditors have highly recommended an increase every year when they review the village books. The proposed resolution would raise the water and sewer rates by 10% for residential, commercial rates by 11%, and by 15% for industrial rate water with an increase in Industrial rate sewer only of $35.66 a quarter to bring them to $90.00 a quarter, with all other the rates remaining the same.  These rates would go into effect on April 1, 2020, and appear on the quarter billing in July 2020.

Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to adopt Village of Clifford Resolution 20-01 Village Council Resolution for water and sewer usage and connection fees.  Ayes: C.M. Ferguson, C.M. Costello, C.M. Clark, C.M. Ferns, C.M. Armstrong, and Pres. Ode.  C.M. Zissler was absent. Motion Carried.

AUTOMATIC EXTERNAL DEFIBRILATOR (AED)

The Clerk stated she is finally in possession of a quote for the AED that was approved on April 16, 2019, for the exercise room.

Motion by Pres Ode and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to purchase an AED from Team Life, Inc, in the amount of $1599.00, for the exercise room.  Motion Carried
CHICKENS

It was brought to the attention of the council that there are chickens, located at 9809 Main Street. According to the Village Zoning Ordinance chickens are NOT allowed in platted subdivisions. The clerk will be sending a letter to inform the new owner of this fact.
