Matt Long has a petition before the Zoning Board of appeals requesting a Special Land Use Permit, pursuant to the Zoning Ordinance section 5.02, for a home business of a Lawn Mower Repair and mowing and plowing business.  

Property owners, within 300 feet of 4605 Pleasant Street were present to express their opinions on the granting of a Special Land Use for a Home Business proposed at the address. 

Concern was expressed for the additional traffic and speeding in their neighborhood. There was also concern about the amount of visible “junk mowers” and other items on the property. The adjoining residents also expressed concern that the business be specific and not allowed to grow to other purposes without additional permissions. 

Neighbors directly adjacent to the property expressed concern over the eye sore that is the cast-off materials of the business.   
All were in agreement that if there were specific stipulations to the permit, they would be happy.

Motion by C.M. Ferguson and seconded by C.M. Ferns to allow a special land use at 4605 pleasant St for a Lawn mower repair, lawn mowing and snow plowing business only. The special land use permit is pursuant to Zoning Ordinance section 5.02 and is only granted for the duration of Matt Long’s ownership of the property and the business; Long’s Mower Repair and Lawn Care LLC., it does NOT run with the property. This permit to be conditional on Matt putting up a fence behind the barn to hide all the mowers from the rear neighbors, and not expanding the business without further consideration from the board. The owner shall also instruct any and all employees to maintain the speed limit on the village roads. C.M. Long and C.M. Zissler Nay. Motion Carried.

Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Ferns to charge the business a separate, business water bill.  Motion Carried.
Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Ferguson to adjourn the Public Hearing of the Zoning Board of Appeals.
