PUBLIC HEARING

Pres Ferguson called the public hearing for the Drinking Water project plan to order at 7:00 p.m.

PROJECT PLAN PRESENTED

Gary Bartow from Fleis and Vandenbrink presented the proposed project plan for the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF). 

The village is applying for a grant for the water distribution system. 

Estimated total project cost of $6,500,00.00. This work would be completed by Aug 2026.

The purpose of the proposed project will be to replace leaking and undersized water mains throughout the Village. These mains have excessive interior corrosion causing excessive water loss, poor pressure, breaks, and lack of adequate fire protection. New water main looping will be installed to eliminate dead end mains. A new iron removal plant will be constructed to eliminate the high iron content in the water supply, emergency generators will be installed and improvements to the water storage tower are proposed.
Impacts of the proposed project will be providing a more reliable source of high-quality drinking water eliminating the public health risks related to interior corrosion and lead service lines. Short term construction related impacts include increased noise and dust that will be temporary in nature during construction of the improvements.

The estimated cost to the users for the proposed project will be dependent upon final Project Scope, Project Costs, potential Grants and or Principal Forgiveness awards. 


It was explained that if the village does not get awarded the grant, we will not be proceeding with any major upgrades at this time. The written project plan is good for three years and can be resubmitted, each year, for reconsideration.

RESOLUTION FOR WATER AND SEWEER FEES

The water and sewer rates have not seen an increase since January of 2020. The The proposed resolution would raise the water and sewer rates by 10% for residential and businesses, commercial water and sewer rates by 25%, and the car wash/laundry mat by a percentage increase from .011 to .013 on the first 35,000 gallons of water and from 10% to 15% on the sewer, with all other the rates remaining the same.  These rates would go into effect on July 1, 2023, and appear on the quarter billing in October 2023.

Motion by C.M. Long and seconded by C.M. Dawn Zissler to increase the Sud’s Row fees by .013 for first 35000 gallons of water and the sewer rate from 10% to 15%.  Motion Carried

NONMOTORIZED IMPROVEMENTS

Council discussed some sections of sidewalk and curves to look at and will look into this more next month. The concern is spending any money on sidewalks that may get tore back up, if we get the applied for grants.
