The clerk read a resignation letter from C.M. Clark, she resigned her seat on October 25, 2022.
Pres Ferguson introduced Dusty Hardies. Dusty had ran as a write in and expressed interest in getting involved in helping run the village.

DPW MANAGER
The clerk explained that she has been dealing with the head of our water in Lansing. He is not happy with the Village and we need to resolve the situation ASAP.
The clerk was in possession of an offer from F & V Operations to oversee the Village’s water and sewer and provide assistance 20 hours a week at a cost of $7379.00 per month which works out to $92.24 per hour.

She further explained the village had recently received an application from a gentleman who has ALL of the required licensing.

Pres. Ferguson went on to explain that he had instructed the clerk to call and have Ronald Trombley interview for the job immediately.
Ronald Trombley arrived within the hour and was interviewed by Pres Ferguson. He has 14 years experience as a DPW worker in Brown City along with all the needed licensing. He was willing to start at $26.00 an hour with insurance in 30 days.

Motion by C.M. Dawn Zissler and seconded by C.M. Long to hire Ronald Trombley as the DPW manager at a starting wage of $26.00 an hour and insurance in 30 days.  Motion Carried.
