OLD BUSINESS
MINUTES

Motion by C.M. Ferns and seconded by C.M. Zissler to accept the minutes of Sept 20, 2022.  Motion Carried.
VARIANCE

4605 Pleasant St received a notice that they will have their variance revoked if they do not comply with all the terms of the variance within 30 days. 
Officer Rhodes was present to state he never told the resident he did not have to comply. He told the resident he had to follow the terms of the variance. The resident was not present.

FIRE HALL PHONE

The clerk has changed the Fire Hall number over to the Village Charter bill and we are waiting on technicians to install new line to fire hall. The Burlington Twshp Fire Hall will reimburse the village for their portion of the bill each month.

NEW BUSINESS

TREASURER’S REPORT

Treasurer gave the Treasurer’s report.  Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Zissler to accept the treasurer’s report.  Motion Carried.

RESOLUTION 22-04 OPT OUT

This bill states that the village must “opt out” annually to be in compliance.  To be in compliance the village must either enact a “Hard cap” on the insurance it offers, do an 80/20 split on it, or opt out of the bill by a 2/3 majority vote. 

The council still believes it should have the right to decide this issue without interference by the Government of the state.  The budget dictates our ability to offer insurance coverage and will be discussed prior to next year’s budget approval as we always do.

A motion to adopt the RESOLUTION TO OPT OUT OF THE Publicly Funded Health Insurance Contribution Act, Public Act 152 of 2011 was offered by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Ferns.  Ayes: C.M. Armstrong, C.M. Zissler, C.M. Ferns, Pres Ferguson Nays: none. Absent: C.M. Clark and C.M. Ferguson and C.M. Long Motion Carried.

EELCTRIC POLE
There is an electric pole in the middle of the driveway beside the village hall. Myers electric to run line to building. 
Motion by C.M. Armstrong and seconded by C.M. Ferns to have Myers Electric run the electric line to the east side of the building, so we can do away with pole.  Motion Carried.

ARPA MONEY

Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Armstrong to use the rest of the funds, roughly $15, 954.31, for the electronic improvements at the well houses and continued improvements to the water system.  Motion Carried.

SHOULDER GRAVEL

President Ferguson presented a bid by J & T Excavating.

Motion by C.M. Zissler seconded by C.M. Armstrong to hire J & T Excavating at a cost of $680.00 per hour to gravel the sides of the roads from village limit to village limit on Clifford and Marlette Roads and Main St as needed. Motion Carried.

CANNED WATER
We have been informed we can get canned water to have on hand for emergencies, for free. We just have to store it.

Motion by C.M. Zissler and seconded by C.M. Armstrong to obtain the emergency cans of water and store in the DPW garage.  Motion Carried.

DPW

DPW Manager informed council he will be tarting lagoon discharge in two weeks. The south well house is waiting on a water test that should be back soon and then can be brought on line. He has been working with the engineer from Fleis and Vandenbrink to get all of the information to him so he can write our Letter of Intent to Apply for grants. 

Council members expressed concerns to the DPW Manager about the state of the village over the last year. The specific items addressed were pothole patching on the local streets and the large holes on Marlette and the Clifford Rd hill. Fire hydrant painting was also mentioned along with some areas they felt were not having weeds taken care of. The garbage cans around town have been neglected and trees untrimmed.
There was discussion of getting the DPW Manager better directions.

GUESTS

Gary Howell was here to say he will be our County Commissioner in January. He talked a little about current issues and let council know they can call him with any concerns or questions.
